t’s a love story that has lasted a lifetime. Jimmy and
Claudia Atlas, who own and operate Atlas Farms in
Grandview, Texas, were high school sweethearts.

Their love for Hereford cattle began during their high
school years, too.

“Not only did we meet at nearby Alvarado High School,”
recalled Claudia, “but Atlas (as she often calls Jimmy) and
his dad, who raised Hereford cattle, went along with my
parents and I to select my first show heifer. And yes it was
a Hereford.”

That was the beginning of the love story. Now, 40 plus
years later their love is going strong and so is their Here-
ford program. Over the decades, they built their herd to
over 200 head with select use of Al and embryo transfer,
all while being actively involved with the Hereford breed
on a local, state and national level. They have showed com-
petitively at major shows and their bulls have earned top
grades at all breed events.

The Hereford love also grew in their daughter, Pre-
cious. She was the 2001 National Polled Hereford Queen
and was a very involved junior member on the local, state
and national levels. She campaigned Hereford cattle at all
the Texas majors and across the country.

Even though Herefords have been a part of their story
since the beginning, being owners of a prestigious Here-
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ford operation was not necessarily something planned, but
grew out of their love for the breed.

After high school, Claudia attended Sam Houston State
University for a home economics bachelor’s degree and
would further that with a master’s in education from Texas
Christian University. Jimmy attended Tarleton State Uni-
versity where he received a bachelor’s degree in agricul-
tural economics and followed it with masters in education.

When they completed their undergraduate degrees,

they embarked upon their future to-
gether. They exchanged vows in 1973
and moved to nearby Rhome, Texas.
While holding down fulltime jobs,
they both worked towards receiving
their masters’ degrees. Jimmy worked
for three years on the Chisholm Trail
Ranch, a leading Hereford operation
at the time, while Claudia began her
teaching career.

“I felt very fortunate to be able
to work at Chisholm Trail right out
of college,” Jimmy said. “It really
strengthened my desire to be associ-
ated with Hereford cattle.”

In 1976, Claudia became the
home economics teacher at Alvara-
do High School and Jimmy became
the vocational ag teacher at nearby
Midlothian High School. Atlas Farms
officially opened for business at this
time, also.

They purchased 10 head of Polled
Herefords and as if teaching and Her-
efords were not enough to fill up their

time, they took on bottle-feeding about 200 head
of Holstein calves.

Over time, Jimmy and Claudia built their
registered and commercial Hereford (polled and
horned) herd to about 200 head. Then in 2007
the drought hit and like most cattlemen in Tex-
as, they were forced to reduce those numbers by
half. They have maintained 100 head since then
with about half polled and half horned genetics.

“We’re grass raisers and beef eaters,” is how
Claudia explained the Atlas Farms’ management
philosophy.

In the early 80’s, they began showing some
Hereford cattle of their own, which also led to a
custom fitting service.

“We were fortunate to show cattle for some
very good operations and we usually had about
25 head in the string and hit about 16 shows an-
nually,” Jimmy remembered. “One of the high-
lights would have been showing the 1988 Fort
Worth Polled Hereford Grand Champion Bull for
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Jimmy Farrington.”
Showing then became a family affair. Pre-
cious and Claudia traveled to every National Ju-
nior Show she was eligible to compete in as a
junior. Precious showed a national grand cham-
pion horned bull and a national reserve grand
polled bull, three reserve national champion
cow-calf pairs and was premier breeder multiple
times at the American Hereford National Junior
Show.
After a successful show career, Precious at-
tended Texas A&M University for her bachelor’s
degree and went on to receive her law degree
from Texas Tech University. She and her hus-
band, Sam Beaver, a supply chain manager for
Alcon, are parents to three-year-old Madeline
and one-year-old Nolan Atlas Beaver. They live
close by in Fort Worth and are often involved in

He retired in 2016
and now enjoys spending all his time with the responsi-
bilities of Atlas Farms. Their initial purchase of 90 acres
has grown to over 3,000 acres in Texas and Oklahoma with
Hereford cattle and crops of oats, wheat, cotton and milo.

“My job at the steel mill became more and more de-
manding over the years and at one point required a lot of
long hours each day,” Jimmy said. “It was during this time
Claudia left the classroom to manage the farm. She de-
serves the credit for where we are now, as she was the one
who put in the time and worked everyday at improving the
cattle and getting the crops in and out of the field.”

Their headquarters is in Grandview, Texas, which is
just south of Fort Worth where I-35 can be seen from sever-
al points. Their home place though has a special meaning
to them and is an integral part of Jimmy’s family history.

“My grandfather was what was called a ‘box car kid’,”
Jimmy shared. “He became separated from the family at
Ellis Island. He was just five-years-old and was put on a
train with other orphans. The train would make stops
across the country where the orphans were adopted or

were taken as laborers. When the train stopped at Dallas,
a farmer, who owned this place (in Grandview) where we
live now, selected him. My grandfather was indentured to
him and would work there till he was 13, as that cleared
the debt.”

“He would stay in the area and was able to save mon-
ey, buy land and would raise cotton and Hereford cattle.
He became an entrepreneur and was involved in several
businesses. When this place came up for sale in 1996, we
just felt very strongly that we wanted it and made it our
home and headquarters.”

A lot has evolved over the years for Atlas Farms from
the operation’s size to the genetics and farming and it all
has seen growth. As a leader in the Hereford breed, the ge-
netics in their herd include considerable Canadian breed-
ing, a lot of Remitall, and Barber Ranch bloodlines. At one
time their calves were about 90% AI sired.

“As we’ve gotten older, we’ve changed that to about
30%,” he explained. “We are flushing three-to-four cows a
year, as we want to have a high degree of quality, as well
as, popular and proven lines.”
