This article is intended to give a brief 
overview of some of the laboratory services that 
may be of use to beef cattle producers. Laboratory 
services can be grouped into three broad categories: 
nutrition, health and genetic.

Nutriti on Testi ng
 As feed is one of the major costs of raising 
cattle, testing of feeds and feed ingredients can be 
of paramount importance. Feed them too little or

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too poorly, and performance can suffer; feed them 
too much or too well, and costs can skyrocket.
 Nutritional testing can allow a buyer and 
seller to come together at a fair price for a feed 
commodity. For example, hay with different 
relative feed values (RFV) has different inherent 
value as hay with lower RFV may require grain 
supplementation. An agreement to forward contract 
hay or silage can be made even before the exact 
quality is known if the agreement contains a base 
price and a slide or adjustment for higher or lower 
quality.
 Nutritional testing can ensure that a diet is close 
to its intended formulation. Variances can be due 

to ingredient substitutions or changes in quality or 
errors in manufacturing or mixing. 
 Forages and commodities can be tested using 
near infrared technology (NIR) or more traditional 
wet chemistry methods. NIR offers the advantage 
of speed and the ability to test for a variety of 
parameters effi ciently. Wet chemistry methods are 
much more specifi c and generally take more time. 
For common forages, the accuracy of NIR is equal to 
wet chemistry methods.
 Drought stressed forages are prone to develop 
high nitrate levels. If there is even a slight risk 
of nitrate toxicity, test the forage to know for 
sure. Additionally, too much or too little rain can

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infl uence potential mycotoxin levels 
in feeds. A test in advance is much 
cheaper than losses due to nitrate or 
mycotoxin poisoning.

Health Testi ng
 Health can be one of the 
larger sources of risk in beef cattle 
production. Laboratory services 
centered around health can be 
related to infectious disease or 
reproductive status. One example of a 
reproductive test is the serum based 
ELISA pregnancy test. Blood based 
pregnancy tests detect factors only 
produced when the heifer or cow is 
pregnant. One limitation is that the 
factors detected persist for a period 
of time even after a pregnancy is lost. 
For this reason, testing to confi rm 
pregnancy is most accurate after cows 
have passed the fi rst trimester and 
the risk of early embryonic loss or abortion is less. 
The test has high utility in stocker cattle operations. 
Another situation where this test makes sense is 
where pregnancy diagnosis by a veterinarian is not 
feasible due to distance or time constraints. Another 

time to consider using this test is if 
you just have a few head to check, 
or you have high value pregnancies 
(i.e. embryo transfer) where you 
don’t want to risk even the small 
chance of pregnancy loss due to 
manual manipulation of the uterus. 
 Breeding soundness exams 
are a good idea for all bulls at the 
start of each breeding season. This 
ensures that at least the start of 
the season, the bull has positive 
indications of fertility. Work with 
your veterinarian to schedule these 
evaluations in advance of turning 
out bulls.
 There are also several 
infectious disease diagnostic tests 
that may be of interest to beef 
cattle producers. One of these 
is the test for cattle persistently 
infected (PI) with Bovine Virus 

Diarrhea (BVD). BVD-PI calves result when a dam 
is infected with BVD while pregnant. The dam can 
be persistently infected or may just be transiently 
infected. Subsequently, the calf becomes infected, 
and because its immune system is not fully

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developed, the calf is never able to 
clear the virus. Typically these cattle 
are poor performers themselves, and 
have been implicated as slowing 
performance of penmates in the 
feedyard. As such, it may be a good 
idea to screen replacement animals 
for this disease to help prevent 
BVD-PI cattle from developing in the 
fi rst place. If you fi nd a persistently 
infected calf, it is a good idea to 
test the dam to ensure she is not a 
persistently infected cow. Additional 
value for your calves, be they 
just weaned or stockers, may be 
generated when you market them as 
tested negative for BVD-PI.
 Obviously, if you have a 
disease outbreak such as scours 
or pneumonia, diagnostic testing 
may be warranted so that you can 
intervene effectively with vaccination 
and/or medication changes. Work with your 
veterinarian when you have clinical signs to identify 
what diseases may be present and what diagnostic 
activities may be warranted.

Geneti c Testi ng
 The American Hereford 
Association provides for the genetic 
testing of purebred Hereford 
cattle through a relationship 
with GeneSeek, in Lincoln NE. A 
thorough description of the services 
offered through the association can 
be found on the AHA website at 
the following location: http://www.

 The basic panel offered 
through the AHA is parentage 
verifi cation and genetic 
abnormalities such as hypotrichosis, 
idiopathic epilepsy and diluter. It is 
now required of any bull born after 
January 1, 2011 siring progeny to 
be registered to submit samples for 
this purpose. This process insures 
that the pedigree and genetic 

improvement records have integrity and accuracy 
and cattle with known genetic abnormalities are 
identifi ed.
 A second service offered by through the AHA 
is the horned/polled panel. When heterozygous

may be phenotypically polled but be carrying a 
recessive horned gene. It may be advantageous for 
breeders to know if the offspring or homozygous 
or heterozygous polled to know if offspring of the 
animal may be horned. It does not identify if the 
animal is scurred.

 The third genetic test offered through AHA 
is the genetically enhanced expected progeny 
difference (GE-EPD) panel. This is a DNA panel that 
identifi ed genetic markers for performance. Once 
an animal is tested using this method, the accuracy 
of its EPDs can be improved, even prior to any 
of its own performance or offspring performance 
collected.  ★
