As the Texas Hereford Associa-
tion completes 116 years of ser-
vice and promotion to the Here-

ford industry not only in Texas but 
also across the entire nation, I salute 
the current members, advertisers and 
subscribers who support this organi-
zation, magazine and breed of cattle. 
Your perseverance and dedication to 
Herefords is a true test of your grit 
and love for a breed that has far too 
many traits sorely needed by our beef 
industry to be put on an endangered 
breed list by so many “experts” in our 
business; not withstanding the many 
honest, hard working people associ-
ated with our breed. I challenge you 
as members and breeders to “Take 
control of the Bull Market.” The prod-
uct is here today. The demand is here 
today. It is up to you to merchandise 
and sell.

Our Texas weather continues to 
challenge our industry in more ways 
than we have ever seen. It is almost 
unbelievable that this great state 
changed from over 75 percent in ex-
treme to exceptional drought to less 

than 5 percent in just the month of 
May. I have heard all of my life that 
a drought always ends with a flood. 
A number of our members sustained 
property damage from water and 
wind from storms and tornados with 
the record rainfall in May and early 
June. Hay production has been a chal-
lenge and some wheat has been lost, 
but stock ponds and reservoirs are 
full and water restrictions removed. 
Grass is plentiful and our demand for 
females is unprecedented. 

Our fall sales were strong and 
the market continued to improve this 
spring. Our Fort Worth sales were the 
best ever. Our junior scholarship pro-
gram is attracting more participants 
each year in both sponsors and ex-
hibitors. Our commercial cattle prices 
have held firm or improved even with 
the distractions of factors outside the 
industry.  The Texas Beef Check-off 
program has been passed and our 
beef council should have more funds 
to promote beef. The fact remains that 
the nations cow herd is still predomi-
nantly black hided and AHA records 
indicate that Herefords supply less 
that 20% of the bull market. The op-
portunity is there, but we must earn 
the bull business by providing a prod-
uct that will work for our bull custom-
ers, which in turn will work for his 
customers, which ultimately is the 
consumer. 

Your officers have pushed and 
challenged your staff to make our or-
ganization with its publication and 
website a stronger voice for Herefords 
in the southwest as well as a key mar-
keting tool for members and advertis-
ers.

Here’s a glimpse into what’s happening at your 
headquarters in Kansas City:

American Hereford Association Highlights
The American Hereford Association (AHA) Board of Di-

rectors met in Kansas City, Mo., April 27-28. The following 
are highlights of the meeting:

Breed improvement highlights
New trait development

Mike MacNeil, Delta Genetics, and Bill Bowman and 
Sally Northcutt, Method Genetics, gave a presentation on 
the continued development of three new traits: Heifer Calv-
ing Rate (HCR), Sustained Cow Fertility (SCF) and Dry Mat-
ter Feed Intake (DMI).
$ Indexes

Mike MacNeil gave an update on how he plans to use 
the new traits along with new economic factors to update 
the current $ Indexes.
Genetic evaluation software

There was discussion on the development and possible 
implementation of new software to run the Pan-American 
Cattle Evaluation (PACE) to more effectively use pedigree 
information, performance data and genomics and to run the 
evaluation more often.
New design for pedigrees and reports

A special committee was formed of breeders and cur-
rent Board members to redesign the format of pedigrees and 
reports to accommodate the additional traits. A report was 
given to the Board and the change was made to the pedi-
grees format and other changes will be discussed further.
Method Genetics agreement

A motion was unanimously passed to continue our cur-
rent agreement with Method Genetics to continue the work 
on new traits and research.

Marketing committee
National ad campaign

A motion was unanimously passed to have Graphic 
Arts, Topeka, Kan., produce a new national ad campaign 
and media buy. In addition, several strategies were put in 
place to produce the type of pictures needed to produce this 
ad and to use in other promotional material.
New member packets and sale kits

A new member packet was presented as well as a strat-

egy to follow up with new members via email to discuss 
opportunities and services provided by AHA. A new format 
has been designed through ShopHereford.com for breeders 
to customize promotional items for their sales.
Superior Marketing opportunity

Plans are in place to produce two “American Rancher” 
segments to promote all parts of the AHA and its member-
ship. One-minute advertising slots will be offered to the 
membership. One of the shows will be scheduled to air in 
early January 2016 and one in August 2016.
Financials

The mid-year financials were discussed. Most all busi-
ness trends were good including registrations, inventories 
and transfers. 

Member Service committee
MyHerd.org use continues to increase and the Board 

was given a report on the addition forthcoming to the new 
online registry, which will include DNA requesting screens.

A motion passed unanimously to adopt a new credit card 
policy. The AHA will no longer store credit card information. 
A member can use MyHerd to pay balances or can still call 
AHA with a credit card to pay current balances, and there is 
a spot on the sheet that accompanies work through the mail 
that allows individuals to use a credit card. This policy was 
adopted to protect members from credit card fraud that has 
been seen in various companies and banks.

A motion passed unanimously to adopt a new rush fee 
policy. Rush fees will continue to be $25 however, there will 
now be a five head limit each rush fee covers. More than five 
animals can be included, but a $25 rush fee will be billed for 
every five head that are submitted as rush processing.

Hereford Publications, Inc. (HPI) committee
Business and financials are strong for HPI and the staff 

has worked with the postal service to allow bundling of sale 
catalog mailing and the Hereford World magazine to exceed 
the prior limits. This will affect the percentage of editorial 
content in the Hereford World.

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Calving Ease – Direct (CE)
CE EPDs are based on calving ease scores and birth weights. More 
positive EPDs are favorable and indicate easier calving. The EPD 
for direct calving ease indicates the infl uence of the sire on calv-
ing ease in purebred females calving at two years of age.

Birth Weight (BW)
The BW EPD is an indicator of birth weight and calving ease. 
Progeny sired by a bull with a BW EPD of 2.2 can be expected 
to weigh 3.2 lb. more at birth, on average, than progeny sired by 
a bull with an EPD of -1.0 lb. (2.2 minus -1.0 = 3.2 lb.) Birth 
weight is another indicator of calving ease. Larger BW EPDs usu-
ally, but not always, indicate more calving diffi culty.

Weaning Weight (WW)
The WW EPD refl ects pre-weaning growth potential. Measured 
from adjusted 205-day weight. It is an indicator of direct genes for 
growth independent of milk production of the dam. Calves sires 
by a bull with a WW EPD of 30 should have a 20 lb. advantage in 
205-day adjusted weaning weight compared to calves sired by a 
bull with an EPD of +10 lb. (30 minus 10.0 = 20 lb.)

Yearling Weight (YW)
YW EPD for a sire with an EPD of 87 indicates that on average, 
his progeny should be 30 lb. above the average of progeny of a 
bull with an EPD of 57 lb. YW EPD refl ects differences in the 365-
day adjusted yearling weight for progeny. It is the best estimate 
of total growth.

Maternal Milk & Growth (M&G)
The MG EPD is a combination EPD. It is the MM EPD plus 1/2 
the WW EPD. It has no accuracy value since it is simply a com-
bination of two other EPD’s.  A sires MG EPD refl ects what he is 
expected to transmit to his daughters for a combination of both 
growth genetics (WW EPD) and maternal production (MM EPD). 
This EPD is sometimes referred to as “total maternal” or “com-
bined maternal.”

Maternal Milk (MILK)
The MM EPD is a prediction of weaning weight differences due to 
milk and maternal ability of the dam. For a sire, the MM EPD pre-
dicts the maternal ability of his daughters expressed in pounds of 
calf weaned. MM EPD’s do not specifi cally predict pounds of milk 
produced, but pounds of calf weaned due to maternal production 

of the dam. It predicts the difference in average weaning weight 
of sires’ daughters’ progeny due to milking ability. Daughters of a 
sire with a MM EPD of 14 should produce progeny with 205-day 
weights averaging 24 lb. more (as a result of greater milk produc-
tion) than daughters of a bull with a MM EPD of -10 lb. (14 minus 
-10.0 = 24 lb.). This difference in weaning weight is due to total 
milk production over the entire lactation period.

Scrotal Circumference (SC)
Measured in centimeters and adjusted to 365 days of age, SC EPD 
is the best estimate of fertility. It is related to the bull’s own semen 
quantity and quality, and is also associated with age at puberty 
of sons and daughters. Larger SC EPDs suggest younger age at 
puberty. Yearling sons of a sire with an EPD of 0.7 should have 
yearling scrotal circumference measurements that average 0.7 cm. 
larger than progeny by a bull with an EPD of 0.0. In this genetic 
analysis, a multiple-trait model was used for scrotal circumfer-
ence. Weaning weight was used as a predictor variable to increase 
that prediction accuracy of SC EPDs. Therefore, an animal with a 
weaning weight EPD should also have an SC EPD.

Ribeye Area (REA)
REA EPDs refl ect differences in an adjusted 365-day ribeye area 
measures based on ultrasound measurements of live yearling cat-
tle. Sires with relatively higher REA EPDs are expected to produce 
better-muscled and higher percentage yielding slaughter progeny 
than with sires with lower REA EPDs.

Marbling (MARB)
MARB EPDs refl ect differences in an adjusted 356-day intramus-
cular fat (marbling) score based on ultrasound measurements 
of live yearling cattle. Breeding cattle with higher MARB EPD’s 
should produce slaughter progeny with a higher degree of intra-
muscular fat and therefore higher quality grades.

CEZ Index
The Calving Easy Index is a general-purpose index that focuses 
on identifying bulls that can be used on heifers and then ulti-
mately the calves will be marketed through CHB. As you might 
expect, CE and MCE has signifi cant weight in this index along 
with fertility. There is very little weight put on growth traits and 
less emphasis on carcass. Remember, this is a general index that 
is specifi cally designed to be used in a heifer program.

Explanation of Breed EPDs

Over the past few years, the American Hereford Association (AHA) 
has worked with Hereford breeders and the scientifi c community to 
develop and incorporate Genomic Information into National Cattle 
Evaluation (NCE) to enhance the predictive power of EPD. Genomic 
Enhanced EPD (GE-EPD) allows commercial and seedstock produc-
ers the opportunity to make selections and mating decisions based 
on the most current and accurate information of Hereford Genetics. 
The AHA utilizes a 77K, High Density (HD) panel that was built off 
of high accuracy Hereford sires. Each animal that is tested has an 
updated set of EPD and corresponding accuracy. For some traits, the 
added accuracy will increase by 100% and moving from .15 to over 
.30 means you would be adding from 5-10 progeny to a pedigree be-
fore an animal has any progeny analyzed (table below). The use of 
this information reduces your risk when buying, and helps to plan 
mating based off of all information available.

Larger BW EPDs usu-
ally, but not always, indicate more calving diffi culty.

Weaning Weight (WW)
The WW EPD refl ects pre-weaning growth potential. Measured 
from adjusted 205-day weight. It is an indicator of direct genes for 
growth independent of milk production of the dam. Calves sires 
by a bull with a WW EPD of 30 should have a 20 lb. advantage in 
205-day adjusted weaning weight compared to calves sired by a 
bull with an EPD of +10 lb. (30 minus 10.0 = 20 lb.)

Yearling Weight (YW)
YW EPD for a sire with an EPD of 87 indicates that on average, 
his progeny should be 30 lb. above the average of progeny of a 
bull with an EPD of 57 lb. YW EPD refl ects differences in the 365-
day adjusted yearling weight for progeny. It is the best estimate 
of total growth.

Maternal Milk & Growth (M&G)
The MG EPD is a combination EPD. It is the MM EPD plus 1/2 
the WW EPD. It has no accuracy value since it is simply a com-
bination of two other EPD’s.  A sires MG EPD refl ects what he is 
expected to transmit to his daughters for a combination of both 
growth genetics (WW EPD) and maternal production (MM EPD). 
This EPD is sometimes referred to as “total maternal” or “com-
bined maternal.”

Maternal Milk (MILK)
The MM EPD is a prediction of weaning weight differences due to 
milk and maternal ability of the dam. For a sire, the MM EPD pre-
dicts the maternal ability of his daughters expressed in pounds of 
calf weaned. MM EPD’s do not specifi cally predict pounds of milk 
produced, but pounds of calf weaned due to maternal production 

of the dam. It predicts the difference in average weaning weight 
of sires’ daughters’ progeny due to milking ability. Daughters of a 
sire with a MM EPD of 14 should produce progeny with 205-day 
weights averaging 24 lb. more (as a result of greater milk produc-
tion) than daughters of a bull with a MM EPD of -10 lb. (14 minus 
-10.0 = 24 lb.). This difference in weaning weight is due to total 
milk production over the entire lactation period.

Scrotal Circumference (SC)
Measured in centimeters and adjusted to 365 days of age, SC EPD 
is the best estimate of fertility. It is related to the bull’s own semen 
quantity and quality, and is also associated with age at puberty 
of sons and daughters. Larger SC EPDs suggest younger age at 
puberty. Yearling sons of a sire with an EPD of 0.7 should have 
yearling scrotal circumference measurements that average 0.7 cm. 
larger than progeny by a bull with an EPD of 0.0. In this genetic 
analysis, a multiple-trait model was used for scrotal circumfer-
ence. Weaning weight was used as a predictor variable to increase 
that prediction accuracy of SC EPDs. Therefore, an animal with a 
weaning weight EPD should also have an SC EPD.

Ribeye Area (REA)
REA EPDs refl ect differences in an adjusted 365-day ribeye area 
measures based on ultrasound measurements of live yearling cat-
tle. Sires with relatively higher REA EPDs are expected to produce 
better-muscled and higher percentage yielding slaughter progeny 
than with sires with lower REA EPDs.

Marbling (MARB)
MARB EPDs refl ect differences in an adjusted 356-day intramus-
cular fat (marbling) score based on ultrasound measurements 
of live yearling cattle. Breeding cattle with higher MARB EPD’s 
should produce slaughter progeny with a higher degree of intra-
muscular fat and therefore higher quality grades.

CEZ Index
The Calving Easy Index is a general-purpose index that focuses 
on identifying bulls that can be used on heifers and then ulti-
mately the calves will be marketed through CHB. As you might 
expect, CE and MCE has signifi cant weight in this index along 
with fertility. There is very little weight put on growth traits and 
less emphasis on carcass. Remember, this is a general index that 
is specifi cally designed to be used in a heifer program.

Explanation of Breed EPDs

Over the past few years, the American Hereford Association (AHA) 
has worked with Hereford breeders and the scientifi c community to 
develop and incorporate Genomic Information into National Cattle 
Evaluation (NCE) to enhance the predictive power of EPD. Genomic 
Enhanced EPD (GE-EPD) allows commercial and seedstock produc-
ers the opportunity to make selections and mating decisions based 
on the most current and accurate information of Hereford Genetics. 
The AHA utilizes a 77K, High Density (HD) panel that was built off 
of high accuracy Hereford sires. Each animal that is tested has an 
updated set of EPD and corresponding accuracy. For some traits, the 
added accuracy will increase by 100% and moving from .15 to over 
.30 means you would be adding from 5-10 progeny to a pedigree be-
fore an animal has any progeny analyzed (table below). The use of 
this information reduces your risk when buying, and helps to plan 
mating based off of all information available.
